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ANSWERS

prince (1). Kenny played the king (1). Gina didn’t
play the queen (4); she played the fairy princess. By
elimination, Alison played the queen. Her mother
came to see the play (3). Gina’s father (4) and
Kenny’s father (5) came to see the play (4). Since
there were only two fathers there (5), Eugene’s
mother came to the play.
